	PURPOSE AND OVERVIEW (max 5-10 sentences)

	The course reflects upon various aspects of academic writing at university, namely avoiding plagiarism, the process of writing, elements and conventions of academic writing, and different writing models. Special attention is paid to writing summaries as the basis of other kinds of writing demanded at university and writing seminar papers as written discussions of a narrowly defined topic serving as a basis of an oral presentation.

	Upon completion of the course, students will be able to:
· Avoid plagiarism by understanding its meaning, its degrees and learn how to prevent it in their own work. 

· Understand writing as a process from understanding academic writing tasks to using reading sources and drafting the final piece of writing.
· Understand academic writing as a product of a number of considerations, namely audience, purpose, organization, style, flow and presentation.

· Write summaries and well-structured seminar papers with a high degree of grammatical accuracy demonstrating a good command of specialized vocabulary and stylistic features and acknowledging sources properly. 
· Edit English texts improving them grammatically and stylistically, including punctuation.

· Present their seminar paper and participate in a discussion.
· Know how to write a formal letter, CV, report, case study and literature reviews

	Topic 1: Avoiding plagiarism (acknowledging sources, degrees of plagiarism, avoiding plagiarism by summarizing and paraphrasing, avoiding plagiarism by developing good study habits, research)

Topic 2: The writing process (background to writing, developing plans from titles, evaluating a text, understanding purpose and register, selecting key points, note-taking, paraphrasing, summary writing, verbs of reference, combining sources, planning a text, organizing paragraphs, organizing the main body, introductions, conclusions, re-reading and re-writing, proof-reading, writing strategies).
