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Abstract: With his primary school reform, Porde Natosevi¢ introduced a new spirit for ten years.
His creativity manifested in his ability to take from the achievements of European pedagogy and
didactics only the things that suited the conditions of our environment at the start of the second half
of the 19th century. Natosevi¢ brought the Serbian national school closer to the Western school
very quickly. Many critics were wrong when they included him only among deserving supporters
of foreign pedagogical authorities (Pestalozzi, Diesterweg, Rousseau), but not among the thinkers
inspired by creativity .

His successful reform of schools confirmed that Natosevi¢ was both the supporter of advanced
European currents and the creator of Pestalozzi-oriented national pedagogy. By theoretical and
pedagogical value, he cannot be compared with Pestalozzi, but in comparison with his followers,
Natosevi¢ occupies a remarkable place. The very secret of success of Natosevi¢’s reform lies in the
fact that he clearly noticed from the first moment that every proper educational reform had to start
from the professional development of educational workers. In addition to this direct instructional
and pedagogical work, the teachers’ development was enabled through professional journal Skolski
list, as well as NatoSevi¢’s expert books of didactic and methodical matter. Libraries were founded
in schools, the activity of teachers’ meetings started, teachers were sent to renowned pedagogical
institutes in the western countries.

This broadly set professional development moved teachers from long-time passivity and trained
them for new, qualitatively different educational work in Serbian primary schools of Natosevic’s
time. Thanks to NatoSevi¢ and his humanistic thought, the Serbian school system was paved a
better educational future.

Proper socialization, and participation in social life from the earliest childhood,
are an imperative of the functional development of each and every one. The numerous dif-
ficulties that children are struggling with in-house result in inability, and difficult socialisation
and interaction with other children, which is necessary for their functional development. Chil-
dren with impaired vision tend to get in touch with other children, have difficulty with accept-
ance from the country and other children and in poor social interaction with their workforce.
The goal of this review study is to point to the difficulties in achieving social interaction of children
with impaired vision and to raise awareness about the need for additional support for the same, in
order to achieve more intensive and quality social interaction with others which would have a direct
impact on the affirmation and functional development of the individual.

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NACIONALNI IDENTITET I ETNOCENTRIZAM U KONTEKSTU RODNIH
ULOGA KOD STUDENATA PEDAGOSKOG FAKULTETA U SOMBORU

Rezime: U radu su prezentovani rezultati empirijskog istrazivanja ¢iji su zadaci podrazumevali me-
renje izrazenosti nacionalnog identiteta, merenje izrazenosti etnocentrizma kao i merenje stavova
prema rodnim ulogama. Vrs$ene su i analize njihovih povezanosti sa odredenim sociodemografskim
varijablama. Kori$¢ene su: Skala nacionalnog identiteta — NI (Cinnirella, 1997), modifikovana Ska-
la etnocentrizma — ETNO (Sram, 2002; 2008; 2010) i modifikovana i prosirena Skala tradicional-
nih rodnih uloga (Fine Davis, 1989). Sve skale su potvrdile visoku unutrasnju pouzdanost iskazanu
koeficientom Cronbach alfa (0=0,86; 0=0,86; a=0,85). Pored navedenih instrumenata primenjen je
i sociodemografski upitnik. Na prigodnom uzorku od 202 studenta osnovnih studija Pedagoskog
fakulteta u Somboru, rezultati ukupnog nacionalnog identiteta i ukupnog entocentrizma ukazuju na
umereno jaku izrazenost, dok rezultati tradicionalne podele rodnih uloga pokazuju nize vrednosti.
Dok je na skali NI potvrdena njena jednodimenzionalnost, faktorskom analizom Skale tradicional-
nih rodnih uloga ekstrahovano je dve komponente koji se odnose na tradicionalnu podelu rodnih
uloga u javnoj sferi i tradicionalnu podelu rodnih uloga u braku i porodici.!

Uvob

Nauéno izucavanje rodnih uloga i rodnih reZzima znac¢ajno je iz razloga $to je
drustvo konstruisano i proizvedeno rodnos¢u. Rodni rezim ili poredak muskarce i ze-
ne stavlja u odredeni drustveni odnos, tako da se njihove grupne karakteristike, kao i

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njihovi individualni zivoti, u velikoj meri mogu razumeti upravo preko ovog odnosa
(Gidens, 2007; Blagojevi¢, 2013). Rodne uloge uspostavljaju simbolic¢ke i socijalne
granice, koje generi$u rodne nejednakosti. Mehanizmi koji proizvode simboli¢ke gra-
nice, koje su u sluzbi odrzavanja, ojacavanja i racionalizacije socijalnih granica, nalaze
se najpre u kulturnim obrascima, a potom i na psiholosko-kognitivnom nivou u okviru
procesa samoidentifikacije, kategorizacije i stvaranja stereotipa (Lamont and Molnar,
2002).

Za proucavanje rodnog rezima jednog drustva neophodno je da se ono stavi
u kontekst globalizacije, kako bi se dublje razumele meduzavisnosti rodnih rezima
centra, poluperiferije i periferije (Blagojevi¢, 2013:18). Moderna drustva karakterise
paradoksalan odnos globalizacijskih promena u svim domenima, ukjucujuci i rodne
odnose. S jedne strane, ove promene doprinele su jacanju demokratskih institucija,
razvoju ljudskih prava i feminizaciji radne snage, odnosno sve ve¢em zaposljavanju
zena. S druge strane, na globalnom nivou, dolazi do poveéene nezaposlenosti u kojoj
opet prednjace Zene, dakle, dolazi i do feminizacije nezaposlenosti, a zatim i do pogor-
Sanja polozaja zena u vidu gubljenja odredenjih, ranije ste¢enih prava, §to se posebno
odnosi na zemlje u tranziciji (Milogevi¢, Sljukié i Vugevi¢, 2011).

Polozaj zena u savremenom srpskom drustvu podrazumeva njihovu nedovoljnu
ukljucenost u javnu, a posebno u politicku sferu, s obzirom da je ucesc¢e zena u politici
daleko manje od 50 procenata koliko ih se okvirno nalazi u celokupnoj populaciji.
Istrazivanja su pokazala da je podzastupljenost zena posebno vidljiva na nivou lokal-
nih samouprava (Vidi: Baéanovi¢, 2014; Zene u parlamentu — samo kvota ili stvarni
uticaj?, 2014). Takode, polozaj zene karakteriSe i zaposljavanje u delatnostima koje su
slabije placene, pre svega u oblasti usluga, obrazovanja i turizma, kao i tradicionalno
nametanje kuénog rada u domacinstvu koji je neplaéen i drustveno nevrednovan (Vidi:
Vuksa, 2016). U uslovima narastajuceg siromastva, ekonomija prezivljavanja domi-
nantno se oslanja na Zzenin neplaceni rad u proizvodnji dobara i usluga za porodi¢nu
potrosnju, produbljujuci na taj nacin rodne nejednakosti (Drezgi¢, 2010). Pitanje po-
vezanosti neplac¢enog kuénog rada u okviru privatne sfere i placenog, trziSnog rada u
javnoj sferi, od sustinskog je znacaja za razumevanje polozaja zene u sferi drustvene
reprodukcije (Babovi¢, 2010).

Ono $to je od naSeg interesovanja u okviru ovog rada ti¢e se otkrivanja veza
izmedu nacije i rodnih rezima, odnosno, kada to operacionalizujemo na mikro nivou,
otkrivanja veza izmedu nacionalnog identiteta kao svesti o pripadnosti odredenoj naci-
ji (Pordevi¢ Milosevi¢, 2003) i stavova prema rodnim ulogama. U drustvenim nauka-
ma rodnost se dugo nije uklju¢ivala u razmatranja o naciji i nacionalizmu. Empirijska
istrazivanja nisu se bavila rodnim odnosima u njihovoj kompleksnosti, ve¢ su uglav-
nom razmatrala uticaj pola kao sociodemografske varijable pri oblikovanju nacional-
nog identiteta, eventualno dovodeéi dobijene rezultate u vezu sa rodnim ulogama. U
tom smislu, pri interpetaciji rodnih uloga u patrijarhalnim kulturama, s jedne strane,
moze se smatrati da muskarci imaju jace izrazen nacionalni identitet jer vise ucestvuju
u javnoj sferi. S druge strane, kako je privatna sfera jos uvek dominatno rezervisana za
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zene, a njihova rodna uloga tice se prenosenja nacionalne kulture i tradicije na mlade
generacije, pretpostavka moze i¢i i u smeru jace izrazenog nacionalnog identiteta me-
du zenama. Analizirajuci dotadasnja empirijska istrazivanja koja su se bavila temom
formiranja etnickog i nacionalnog identiteta kod adolescenata i odraslih, Finijeva oce-
njuje da su rezultati mnogobrojnih studija fragmentarni i zakljucuje da nije moguce
zauzeti jasan stav po pitanju odnosa pola, kao sociodemografskog obelezja, i etnickog,
odnosno nacionalnog identiteta (Phinney, 1990).

Tek krajem 80-ih 1 pocetkom 90-ih godina dvadestog veka, kada je doslo do
sloma socijalizma i revitalizacije nacionalistickog setimenta, uvidela se potreba za
sveobuhvatnijim istrazivanjem uticaja koji su rodni rezimi imali u oblikovanju drus-
tvenih odnosa, institucionalnoj transformaciji i rekonstrukciji drzava u periodu postso-
cijalizma (Gal and Clingman, 2000).

Konkretno, u slu¢aju srpskog drustva, potreban je kratak istorijski pregled. Na-
kon Drugog svetskog rata, socijalisticka Jugoslavija negovala je politiku rodne jed-
nakosti. Emancipovana Zena bila je simbol socijalisticke modernizacije, a to je bilo
izrazeno i kroz legislativu u smislu jednakog prava na obrazovanje, rad i politicko uce-
stvovanje. Ideoloski, uloga Zene se ogledala u tome da kroz rad, politi¢ko angazovanje
i porodicu gradi socijalizam. U praksi, jednakost nije postignuta u potpunosti jer su i
pored novoostverenih prava Zene i dalje bile pod teretom kuénih poslova i obaveza,
zaradivale su manje od muskaraca i retko su dostizale visoke pozicije u politickom
odlucivanju (Bracewell, 1996).

Medutim, devedesete godine dvadesetog veka obelezile su drasti¢ne drustvene
promene u vidu dezintegracije drzave koja je rezultirala konfliktima, nestabilnoséu
i opadanjem zivotnog standarda. Raspadom Jugoslavije, u Srbiji dolazi do procesa
retradicionalizacije, odnosno repatrijarhalizacije rodnih uloga koja je tekla paralelno
sa revitalizacijom religije i nacije (Drezgi¢, 2010). Nacionalisticka mitologija nagla-
Savala je Zeninu odgovornost za biolosku i kulturnu reprodukciju nacije, dok je uloga
muskarca da naciju zastiti, odbrani i osveti (Ivekovi¢ and Mostov, 2002). Kako je ideo-
logija nacionalizma, u okviru koje je propagirano nacelo da ,,zena treba biti stub doma
i nacije* (Milosevié, Sljuki¢ i Vuéevi¢, 2011:22), zamenila ideologiju socijalizma, za-
datak zene vi$e nije bio da gradi socijalizam kroz svoj rad, ve¢ da obnavlja naciju kroz
svoju ulogu majke (Bracewell, 1996; Papi¢ u: Zaharijevi¢ i sar. 2012).

U ispitivanje relacija izmedu nacionalnog identiteta i rodnih uloga, plodotvorno
je ukljuciti i diskurs o etnocentrizmu s obzirom da etnocentrizam takode ima znacajnu
ulogu u postavljanju simbolickih granica koje u ovom slicaju podrazumevaju koo-
perativne odnose unutar grupe, kao i odsustvo takvih odnosa van grupe (LeVine and
Campbell, 1972; Strangari¢, 2015). Etnocentrizam je sloZen drustveno-psihologki kon-
strukt koji obuhvata sistem diskriminativnih stavova i ponasanja (Sumner, 1906; LeVi-
ne and Campbell, 1972) koji se ti€u superiornosti sopstvene drustvene grupe i njenih
vrednosti u odnosu na druge (Siber, 1988). Istrazivanja su pokazala da je etnocentri-
zam prediktor tradicionalnih rodnih uloga (Sram, 2008) koje su oli¢ene u patrijarhatu.
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Savremeno srpsko drustvo u posttranzicionom periodu, u nasledu je zadrzalo
i revitalizovalo patrijarhalni obrazac. U okviru partrijarhata, kao drustveno-kulturnog
odnosa, postoje duboko usadene predrasude i sociokulturne vrednosti koje zenu stav-
ljaju u podredeni poloZaj kako u privatnoj, tako i u javnoj sferi (Milosevi¢, Sljukié i
Vucevi¢, 2011:15). Analiticki je produktivno dublje razmotriti vezu izmedu rodnih
odnosa i nacionalnog identiteta u savremenim uslovima, ne samo da bi uvidelo na koji
nacin je rodnost uticala na navedene istorijske turbulencije, ve¢ i da bi se otkrilo kakav
oblik rodnih nejednakosti su te promene iznedrile.

METODOLOSKI OKVIR ISTRAZIVANJA

Zadaci

Zadaci ovog istrazivanja podrazumevaju prikupljanje odgovarajuéih podataka
koji bi omogucili ispitivanje stepena izrazenosti nacionalnog identiteta kod omladi-
ne, zatim ispitivanje stepena izrazenosti etnocentrizma, kao i ispitivanje stavova pre-
ma rodnim ulogama.Nasa osnovna teza je da u srpskom drustvu, pocevsi od perioda
tranzicije, dolazi do procesa rehabilitacije kolektivnih identiteta i retradicionalizacije
kulture. U tom smislu, dolazi do revitalizacije nacionalnog i religijskog setimenta, kao
i do pojave odredenog stepena etnocentrizma, koji su u meduodnosenju sa uticajima
tradicionalnih vrednosti, olicenih u patrijarhalnom sociokulturnom obrascu neravno-
pravnih rodnih odnosa.

Uzorak i postupak

Istrazivanjem su obuhvaéeni studenti sve Cetiri godine osnovnih studija na
studijskim grupama Ucitelj i Vaspita¢, Pedagoskog fakulteta u Somboru. Formiran
je uzorak od ukupno 202 ispitanika (N=202). Uzorak je prigodnog tipa. Prikupljanje
podataka izvr$eno je tehnikom anketiranja.

Polna struktura uzorka podrazumeva (91,1%) ispitanice i samo (8,9%) ispi-
tanika, $to je u skladu sa rodnom distribucijom u osnovnom skupu. Kada je u pitanju
starosna stuktura, kategoriji od 19 do 25 godina pripada najvec¢i procenat ispitanika
(99,5%), dok samo jedan ispitanik (0,5%) pripada starosnoj grupi od 26 do 30 godina.
55,9% ispitanika su stanovnici grada, dok je za 44,1 % ispitanika stalno mesto stano-
vanja selo.

Vecina ispitanika su se izjasnili kao pripadnici srpske nacije (77,7%), dok su
12,4% pripadnici neke druge nacije (hrvatska, madarska, slovacka, goranska, nemac-
ka), zatim 0,5% je anacionalno opredeljeno, a 9,4% ispitanika nije zelelo da odgovori
na ovo pitanje. Kao pripadnici pravoslavne konfesije izjasnilo se 77,2% ispitanika,
nekoj drugoj religiji ili konfesiji (islam, katolicizam, evangelizam) pripada 10,9% ,
nereligioznih ima 3%, dok se 8,9% ispitanika nije opredelilo. Pojedine karakteristike
uzorka prikazane su u tabeli 1.

Instrumenti

Instumenti koji su koris¢eni u ovom istrazivanju su: Skala nacionalnog identi-
teta — NI (Cinnirella, 1997), modifikovana Skala etnocentrizma — ETNO (Sram, 2002,
2008, 2010), modifikovana i prosirena Skala tradicionalnih rodnih uloga (Fine Davis,
1989; Jugovié, 2004), kao i sociodemografski upitnik.

Skalu nacionalnog identiteta konstruisao je Marko Cinirela (Marco Cinnirella)
u cilju merenja nacionalnog identiteta u Britaniji i Italiji, i s tim u vezi, merenja evrops-
kog identiteta. Sastoji se od 7 varijabli, od kojih svaka obuhvata 5 stupnjeva slaganja,
od najveceg do najmanjeg. Na primer, ispitanik treba da odluci na kojem stepenu se
nalazi njegov stav o tome koliko je zadovoljan §to je pripadnik svoje nacije, od kate-
gorije ,,izrazito zadovoljan®, do njene suprotnosti — ,,nimalo zadovoljan® (Cinnirella,
1997). Prikupljene podatke smo resifrovali na taj nacin da veéi ukupan rezultat pred-
stavlja jace izraZen nacionalni identitet. Rezultati su mogu¢i u rasponu od minimalnih
7 do maksimalnih 35. Potvrdena je jednodimenzionalnost skale kojom je objasnjeno
57,9% varijanse i proverena je njena unutras$nja pouzdanost kroz Cronbachovu alfu ko-
jauovom sluéaju iznosi 0,86. Ovakav rezultat ukazuje na visoku pouzdanost i u skladu
je sa prethodno vrSenim merenjima. U originalnom istrazivanju Cinirela je zabelezio
rezultate a=0,88 za britanski uzorak i 0=0,83 za italijanski (Cinnirella, 1997), dok su
u istrazivanjima sprovedenim na prostoru bivse Jugoslavije dobijene vrednosti za ovu
skalu 0=0,86 (Kamenov, Jeli¢, Hui¢, Francesko, Mihi¢, 2006) i 0=0,84 (Mihi¢, 2009).

Skalu etnocentrizma ETNO &ine 16 varijabli. Iz prethodnih istrazivanja (Sram,
2002, 2008, 2010) odabrali smo varijable koje smo ocenili kao najadekvatnije indika-
tore sledeéih strukturalnih komponenti etnocentrizma: isticanje superiornosti sopstve-
ne nacije, predrasude prema drugima i nacionalna zatvorenost. Od ispitanika se trazi
da za svaku od navedenih tvrdnji izraze svoj stepen slaganja na klasi¢noj petostepenoj
skali Likertovog tipa, gde 1 predstavlja najslabiji (,,uopste se ne slazem®), a 5 najveci
stepen slaganja (,,u potpunosti se slazem*). Kako minimalan ukupan rezultat iznosi 16,
a maksimalni 80, veci rezultat ukazuje na izrazeniji etnocenrizam. Unutra$nja pouzda-
nost skale proverena je Cronbachovom alfom koja iznosi visokih 0,86.

Za merenje stavova prema rodnim ulogama upotrebili smo 12 varijabli, takode
Likertovog tipa, koje predstavljaju izraz tradicionalnih, odnosno patrijarhalnih soci-
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okulturnih vrednosti. Time smo konstruisali Skalu tradicionalnih rodnih uloga. Prve
Cetiri varijable formulisala je Margaret Fajn-Dejvis (Margaret Fine-Davis, 1989), a
njenu skalu dopunili smo sa jo§ 8 varijabli kako bismo obuhvatili sve oblasti u kojima
se ispoljavaju tradicionalni stavovi o polozaju Zena i podeli rodnih uloga. Tako su for-
mulisane varijable koje se odnose i na javnu sferu (privreda, politika, obrazovanje), i
na privatnu (porodi¢ne i bra¢ne rodne uloge). Ukupan rezultat za svakog ispitanika na
ovoj skali krec¢e se u rasponu od 12 do 60, i kao i kod skale etnocentrizma, veci uku-
pan rezultat ukazuje na izraZeniju tradicionalnost u stavovima prema rodnim ulogama.
Skala je pokazala unutrasnju pouzdanost sa vrednos¢u Cronbachove alfe 0,85.

Sociodemografskim upitnikom obuhvacena su pitanja o polu, starosti, stalnom
mestu stanovanja, kao i nacionalnoj i konfesionalnoj pripadnosti.

REZULTATI I DISKUSIJA

Kako su sve skale, koje su kori§¢ene u ovom istrazivanju, pokazale visok ko-
eficijent unutrasnje pouzdanosti, formirali smo njihov ukupan rezultat. Aritmeticka
sredina nacionalnog identiteta merena NI skalom iznosi M=25,21 $to ukazuje na ume-
reno jaku izrazenost. Kada je ukupan rezultat podeljen sa 7, odnosno sa brojem va-
rijabli na skali, dobijena je M=3,6. Prosecan rezultat na ETNO skali iznosi M=33, a
kada se podeli sa 16, odnosno brojem varijabli, iznosi M=2,6. Kada je u pitanju skala
tradicionalnih rodnih uloga, aritmeti¢ka sredina iznosi M=27,22, dok podeljeno sa 12,
odnosno brojem varijabli dobijamo M=2,27.

Uporedujuéi podeljene ukupne rezultate sve tri primenjene skale, koji se ujedna-
¢eno kre¢u od minimalnih 1 do maksimalnih 5, s obzirom da su petostepene, primecuje-
mo da je najizrazeniji nacionalni identitet (M=3,6) koji se nalazi iznad neutralne tacke od
2,5, zatim sledi etnocentrizam koji je srednje izrazen (M=2,6) i blago je iznad neutralne
tacke, dok je najslabije izrazena tradicionalnost u podeli rodnih uloga (M=2,27), koja je
ispod neutralne tacke. Ukupni rezultati za sve tri skale prikazani su u tabeli 2.

Medu primenjenim skalama utvrdene su pozitivne korelacije. Izmedu nacio-
nalnog identiteta i tradicionalnih rodnih uloga izracunata je niska pozitivna korelacija:
r = 0,19, p<,005, ukazujuéi na to da izrazenost nacionalnog identiteta ne mora biti
povezana sa tradicionalno$éu rodnih uloga. Srednja pozitivna korelacija utvrdena je
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izmedu nacionalnog identiteta i etnocentrizma r = 0,39, p < ,0005, §to podrazumeva
da izraZen etnocentrizam uvek prati izrazen nacionalni identitet, dok sa druge strane,
izrazen nacionalni identitet moze, ali ne mora biti praden izraZenim etnocentrizmom.
Jaka pozitivna korelacija javila izmedu etnocentrizma i tradicionalnih rodnih uloga
r=20,5, p <,0005, sto odgovara oc¢ekivanjima. Rezultati linearne regresione analize
izdvojili su tradicionalne rodne uloge kao prediktora etnocentrizma sa vrednoscu beta
0,45, R=,58, R2=,34, F(2,199) = 51,02, p<,001.

Rezultati sprovedenog istrazivanja pokazali su izraZenost svesti o nacionalnoj
pripadnosti medu ispitivanom studentskom populacijom. Kako je vezivanje za nacio-
nalno poreklo i dalje evidentno prisutno, mozemo zakljuciti da takve drustvene klasifi-
kacije nisu anahrone i prevazidene pod uticajima procesa globalizacije.

Dobijen ukupan prosecan rezultat na skali nacionalnog identiteta NI na ispiti-
vanom uzorku, M=25,21 je nesto visi od rezultata koji su dobijeni u prethodno sprove-
denim ispitivanjima: M=25,01 (Kamenov, Jeli¢, Hui¢, Francesko, Mihi¢, 2006). Ovo
istrazivanje vrSeno je na vecem uzorku, N=400, na teritoriji Novog Sada, a ispitanici
su pripadali starosnoj grupi od 15 do 46 godina, sa razli¢itim nivoima obrazovanja.
Takode, na$ je rezultat neSto visi i od rezultata istrazivanja koje je sprovedeno na
teritoriji cele Vojvodine. Ovaj uzorak obuhvatao je 451 ispitanika starosti od 18 do
50 godina, takode svih obrazovnih nivoa, a njihov prosecni nacionalni identitet bio je
M=23,8 (Mihi¢, 2009).

Prilikom merenja nacionalnog identiteta treba uzeti u obzir dinamic¢nost ove
kategorije. Kao takva, ona nije fiksna i nepromenljiva ve¢ moze biti situaciono uslov-
ljena. Na primer, u heterogenim brakovima se mogu javiti dvojni identiteti, kao i pri
migracijama. Takode, znacaj koji pojedinci pripadaju svom nacionalnom identitetu
moze biti fluidnog karaktera i menjati se u razli¢itim okolnostima i u razli¢itim perio-
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dima Zivota. Drustveni akteri imaju moguénosti pregovaranja o svom identitetu, iako
kod nacionalnog identiteta postoje granice fleksibinosti, varijabilnosti i plasti¢nosti.

Skala tradicionalnih rodnih uloga takode je pokazala opravdanost upotrebe fak-
torske analize (KMO=0,86). Principom glavnih komponenti uz Varimax rotaciju, utvr-
dili smo njenu dvofaktorsku soluciju kojom je objasnjeno ukupno 51,3% varijanse.

Prvim faktorom objasnjeno je 39,7% varijanse i on oznacava tradicionalnu po-
delu rodnih uloga u javnoj sferi. U okviru ove komponente nalaze se varijable koje se
odnose na (ne)ravnopravno uc¢estvovanje zena u privredi, politici i obrazovanju, §to je
prikazano u tabeli 8. Najsnazniju korelaciju pokazala je varijabla Rukovodeca mesta
u poslovnom svetu bi trebalo biti uglavnom u rukama muskaraca. Najnizu korelaciju,
odnosno najnizi stepen tradicionalnosti u podeli rodnih uloga nalazimo kod varijable
Visoko obrazovanje je vaznije muskarcima nego zZenama. Sa ovom tvrdnjom uopste
se ne slaze ¢ak 70,8% ispitanika, zatim 10,9% se delimi¢no ne slaze, 13,4% niti se
slaze niti se ne slaze, 4% se delimi¢no slaze, dok se samo 1% ispitanika u potpunosti
slaze. Ovakav rezultat potvrduje prethodna istrazivanja koja su pokazala da su upravo
na polju obrazovanja rodne razlike eliminisane, odnosno, urusavaju se. Obrazovanje
se shvata kao osnovna individualna strategija koja doprinosi pobolj$anju vlastitog po-
lozaja i podizanju kvaliteta Zivota u razli¢itim dimenzijama. Zene sa vi§im stepenom
obrazovanja iskazale su veée zadovoljstvo sopstvenim zivotom, poslom i partnerskim
odnosima. Takode, obrazovanje se percipira kao odredena vrsta “zastitnog faktora” od
patrijarhata, odnosno od strukturalno nepogodnog polozaja za zene, $to su identifiko-
vale ne samo mlade generacije vec¢ i njihovi roditelji, pa i generacija pre njih. U tom
smislu, istorijski gledano, izraZen je trend smanjivanja razlika u vaspitanju i podizanju
muske i zenske dece (Blagojevic, 2013).

Drugi faktor, kojim je objasnjeno je 11,6% varijanse, odnosi se na tradicio-
nalnu podelu rodnih uloga u braku i porodici. Kao $to je prikazano u tabeli 9, ovoj
komponenti pripadaju varijable vezane za obavljanje kuénih poslova, donosenje odlu-
ka vezanih za brak i porodicu i brigu o deci. Upravo zbog tradicionalnih shvatanja o
primarnoj ulozi Zene kada je u pitanju briga o deci i njihovom vaspitanju, u okviru ove
komponente nasla se i varijabla Posao ucitelja je primereniji za Zene nego za muskar-
ce, iako se ona ne odnosi na privatnu sferu.
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Najsnazniju korelaciju pokazala je varijabla Duznost muskarca je da radi i za-
raduje prihode za svoju porodicu. Desktiptivna analiza otkriva da se sa ovim stavom u
potpunosti slaze 28,2% ispitanka, 29,7% se delimiéno slaze, zatim 17,8% se niti slaze
niti ne slaze, 12,9% se delimi¢no ne slaze, a 11,4% uopste ne slaze. Takode se istakla i
varijabla Uloga koja svaku Zenu najvise ispunjava je da bude dobra majka i supruga.
30,2% ispitanika se u potpunosti slaze sa ovom tvrdnjom, 25,7 % se slaze delimiéno,
18,3% niti se slaze niti se ne slaze, 12,4% se delimi¢no ne slaze, dok se 13,4% uopste
ne slaze. Mozemo zakljuciti da je i dalje prisutan obrazac segregiranih rodnih uloga.
Muskarac zadrzava instrumentalnu ulogu hranioca porodice putem zarade koju ostva-
ruje uéestvovanjem u podsistemu rada, dok za Zenu ostaje primarna njena ekspresivna
uloga koordinacije afektivnih odnosa u okviru porodice (Mili¢, 2007:140-141). Me-
dutim, usled poveéane stope nezaposlenosti i niskog Zivotnog standarda, muskarcima
se u javnoj sferi pruzaju ograni¢ene mogucnosti da ostvare ovu patrijarhalnu ulogu
hranioca porodice koja im je dodeljena, Sto predstavlja najveci izvor frustracija i krize
maskuliniteta (Blagojevi¢, 2013).

S druge strane, niske korelacione vrednosti primeé¢ujemo kod stava Obavija-
nje kucénih poslova je prevashodno obaveza zene. 39,1% se uopste ne slaze sa ovom
tvrdnjom, 19,8% se ne slaze delimi¢no, 17,8% niti se slaze niti se ne slaze, 14,9% se
delimicno slaze, a 8,4% ispitanika se slaze u potpunosti. Potrebno je naglastiti da su
u okviru ovog istrazivanja ispitivani stavovi, odnosno misljenja, a ne stvarne prakse.
Rezultati empirijskih istrazivanja koja su se, izmedu ostalog, konkretno bavila temom
obavljanja kuénih poslova, gde su i muskarcima i Zenama postavljana pitanja koliko
Cesto kuvaju, spremaju, peglaju i sli¢no, pokazali su da te aktivnosti i dalje obavljaju
prevashodno Zene i da upravo na tom polju nepreuzimanja odgovornosti dolazi do ra-
zli¢itih ocena zadovoljstva partnerskim odnosima — muskarci su zadovoljniji od Zena
(Blagojevi¢, 2013; Mihi¢ i Filipovi¢, 2012). U tom smislu, iako dolazi do promene u
svesti kojom se priznaje da je potreban simetriéni model podele uloga u ovom dome-
nu, stvarne promene u ponasanjima na nivou svakodnevnog zivota se nisu ostvarile,
ili se ostvaruju veoma postepeno i delimi¢no. UéeS¢e muskaraca u kuénim poslovima
najcescée se svodi na to da pomazu Zenama kako one ne bi morale svoj posao same da
obavljaju. Takode je potrebno podsetiti da je naSem istrazivanju ispitivana studentska
populacija starosne dobi izmedu 19 i 25 godina, kada oni najverovatnije podjednako
ne ucestvuju u obavljanju kuénih poslova. Kasnije, kada takve uloge budu preuzeli, za
oc¢ekivati je da ¢e preovladati tradicionalni obrazac, barem kada je u pitanju ponasanje,
iako je moguce da ¢e zadrzati egalitarne stavove.

Najnizu korelaciju, odnosno najmanje izrazenu tradicionalnost u podeli rodnih
uloga, nalazimo kod varijable Odredena ravnopravnost u braku je dobra stvar, ali ipak, o
vaznijim stvarima u porodici glavnu rac bi trebalo da ima muskarac. Deskriptivne vred-
nosti pokazuju da se vise od polovine ispitanika (53,5%) uopste ne slaze sa ovim stavom,
17,3% se delimi¢no ne slaze, 14,4% niti se slaZe, niti se ne slaze, 9,4% se slaze delimic-
no, dok se samo 5,4% u potpunosti slaze. Izgleda da je najvec¢i pomak u egalitarnosti
postignut na simboli¢koj ravni, u smislu da Zene u braku i porodici podjednako ucestvuju
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u procesu donosanja odluka i podeli odgovornosti. Uspostavljanju ovog egalitarnog mo-
dela i osnazivanju Zenskog autoriteta prethodilo je urusavanje muskog, patrijarhalnog
autoriteta u svim oblastima porodi¢nog Zivota (Blagojevic, 2013:229).

Kada uporedimo izjasnjavanje o nacionalnoj pripadnosti i ukupne rezultate na
skalama, primecujemo da ispitanici koji ne zele da se izjasne o svojoj nacionalnosti
imaju najnize prosecne rezultate sve tri skale: M=23,26 na skali NI, M=26,16 na skali
ETNO i M=24,21 na skali tradicionalnih rodnih uloga.

Pripadnici srpske nacije imaju najvise rezultate na skali NI - M=25,77 , i najvi-
Se rezultate na skali ETNO — M=34,18, dok na skali tradicionalnih rodnih uloga imaju
srednji rezultat M=27,41.

Ispitanici koji su se izjasnili kao pripadnici neke druge nacije (hrvatska, madar-
ska, slovacka, goranska, nemacka) imaju srednje rezultate na skali NI - M=22,84 i ska-
li ETNO — M=31,32, ali najvisi rezultat na skali tradicionalnih rodnih uloga, M=28,52.

I poslednje, kada je u pitanju religioznost, odnosno izjasnjavanje o konfesionoj
pripadnosti, o€itavamo da najvisi prosecni rezultat na skali NI imaju ispitanici pra-
voslavne konfesije M=25,96, zatim slede pripadnici neke druge religije ili konfesije
(islam, katolicizam, evangelizam) €iji je prosecan rezultat M=23,89, sli¢no kao i kod
ispitanika koji nisu zeleli da se izjasne o svojoj religioznosti, M=22,68. Najnize rezul-
tate imaju ispitanici koji su se deklarisali kao nereligiozni M=18,83.

Isti poredak rezultata dobili smo i na skali ETNO: pravoslavci M=34,25, pri-
padnici druge religije ili konfesije M=30,73, ispitanici koji nisu zeleli da se izjasne
M=27,06, i nereligiozni M=26,83.

Na skali tradicionalnih rodnih uloga dobijeni nalazi su malo drugaciji. Najvi-
§i rezultat imaju pripadnici neke druge religije ili konfesije M=30,23, a zatim slede
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pravoslavei M=27,4. Ponovo, ne$to nize razultate imaju neizjasnjeni M=23,83, dok
najnize imaju nereligiozni ispitanici M=21,5.

Sumarno, ispitanici srpske nacije i pravoslavne konfesije imaju izrazeniji na-
cionalni identitet i izraZeniji etnocentrizam u odnosu na pripadnike drugih nacija i
konfesija u uzorku, ali niZe izrazenu tradicionalnost u rodnim ulogama u odnosu na
njih. Najslabije izrazen nacionalni identitet, najmanji stepen etnocentrizma i najvecu
egalitarnost u stavovima prema podeli rodnih uloga pokazali su nereligiozni i nacio-
nalno neopredeljeni ispitanici.

Ono §to je primetno u dobijenim rezultatima odnosi se na preklapanje nacional-
nog i religijskog identiteta, s obzirom da su se viSe od tri Cetvrtine ispitanika u uzorku
izjasnili kao pripadnici srpske nacije i pravoslavne konfesije.

U okviru teorije sekularizacije za religiju se predvidalo slabljenje njenog uti-
caja, Cak 1 nestajanje, kao $to se u okviru teorije modenizacije predvidalo za naciju.
Medutim, kako je religija u savremenim druStvima i dalje evidentno prisutna i nije
izgubila svoj uticaj, u prethodne dve decenije dominantna sekularizacijska paradigma
pretpela je brojne kritike, a primat preuzima teorija revitalizacije. Jedna od aktuelnih
teza je i da je krajem dvedesetog veka doslo do procesa desekularizacije sveta (Berger,
2008) i ozivljavanja odnosno obnove religije, te da sada zivimo u postsekularnom
drustvu (Habermas, 2008).

Kao osnovne karakteristike promene institucionalne pozicije religije u postso-
cijalistickim drustvima bivse Jugoslavije, Ivan Cvitkovi¢ navodi da se religijska ob-
nova odvijala unutar postojecih religijskih tradicija, a ne u vidu potrage za novim
religijama. Zatim, naglasava se kolektivna, a ne individualna poboznost (Cvitkovic,
2012), sto moze da impilicira pripadnost bez verovanja (Hervieu-Léger, 2003). Jos
jedna vazna karakteristika je da se povratak religije 1 povratak religiji odigravao preko
povratka nacije i povratka naciji (Cvitkovi¢, 2012). Na prostoru bivse Jugoslavije,
religija je presla put od svoje potpune marginalizacije u doba socijalizma, kada je bila
negativno percipirana i ocenjenivana kao nazadna pojava, do snazne revitalizacije, od-
nosno do desekularizacije javne sfere u periodu dezintegracije 90-ih godina. Povezano
sa tim, odvijao se i proces dekonstrukcije i reaktualizacije nacionalnih identiteta koji
su takode bili potisnuti jugosloveskom ideologijom. Ova previranja pokazuju duboku
isprepletenost religije i nacije (Brubaker, 2011, Strangari¢, 2014) s obzirom da su na
delu bili sakralizacija nacije i nacionalizovanje religije.

ZAKLJUCAK

U radu su prikazani rezultati empirijskog istrazivanja sprovedenog na prigodnom
uzorku od 202 studenta Pedagoskog fakulteta u Somboru, u kome su ispitivani izraze-
nost nacionalnog identiteta i etnocentrizma, kao i stavova prema rodnim ulogama.

Nacionalni identitet na ispitivanom uzorku pokazuje umereno jaku izrazenost
(M=25,21) sto ukazuje na to da u savremenom procesu globalizacije kategorije nacije
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i nacionalnog identiteta i dalje imaju istaknuto mesto i uc¢estvuju u oblikovanju drus-
tvenih struktura i procesa. To je posebno bilo uocljivo u srpskom drustvu nakon dezin-
tegracije Jugoslavije, kada je dosSlo do snazne reaktualizacije nacionalnog identiteta,
i to u tesnoj povezanosti i isprepletenosti sa revitalizacijom religioznosti i procesom
desekularizacije javne sfere. lako su teorije modernizacije i sekularizacije predvidale
slabljenje uticaja nacije i religije u modernim drustvima, rezultati empirijskih istrazi-
vanja pokazuju da su one i dalje prisutne i ne gube na znacaju. U procesu globalizacije
potrosacka kultura nudi mnostvo identiteta koji su fluidnog karaktera i izlozeni su
brzim promenama i ¢estim preispitivanjima. Nacionalni identitet i religioznost takode
su izlozeni ovim trendovima, ali su ipak u odnosu na druge kolektivne identitete, poka-
zali stabilniji i trajniji karakter, §to moze biti jedno od objasnjenja njihove prisutnosti.
Etnocentrizmu smo prisli kao slozenom drustveno-psiholoskom konstruktu. Ukupan
prosecan rezultat etnocentrizma pokazao je srednje vrednosti (M=33).

Kada su u pitanju rodne uloge, ispitanici su pokazali egalitarnu orijentaciju s
obzirom da su na skali stavova koja se sastojala od tradicionalnih vrednosti imali ni-
ske rezultate (M=27,22). Mozemo zakljuciti da je patrijarhalni sociokulturni obrazac
u turbulentnom procesu postsocijalisticke transformacije u srpskom drustvu odigrao
znacajnu ulogu i doprineo formiranju i ja¢anju nacionalnog identiteta i etnocentrizma.
Medutim, sada, u posttranzicionom periodu, kada su ti identiteti formirani i relativno
stabilizovani, otvoreni su putevi za njegovo prevazilazenje i dekonstrukceiju, $to objas-
njava dobijen nizak nivo tradicionalnosti u stavovima prema rodnim ulogama, odno-
sno, izrazenu egalitarnost u sprovedenom istrazivanju. S tim u vezi treba napomenuti
da su pripadnici srpske nacije pokazali izrazeniji nacionalni identitet i etnocentrizam,
a najvecu egalitarnost u podeli rodni uloga, dok su kod pripadnika drugih nacija naci-
onalni identitet i etnocentrizam slabije izraZeni, ali je zato prisutnija tradicionalnost u
rodnim ulogama, za koju smatramo da vrsi funkciju o¢uvanja kolektivnog identiteta i
kulturne posebnosti nacionalnih manjina u odnosu na vecinsku naciju.

Kada su u pitanju rodne uloge u javnoj sferi, najve¢i pomak postignut je na polju
obrazovanja, dok se na polju privrede i politike jo$ uvek ocitava nedovoljna ukljucenost
zena. U okviru privatne sfere, rodne nejednakosti su najmanje u domenu autoriteta, od-
nosno, najveci stepen rodne ravnopravnosti nalazimo u procesima donosenja odluka i
podele odgovornosti u braku i porodici. Ipak, zadrzani su odredeni tradicionalni stavovi
koji muskarcima i dalje dodeljuju instrumentalnu ulogu hranioca porodice, dok je Zena
primarno zadrzala afektivnu ulogu staranja o deci i njihovom vaspitanju.
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Summary: The paper contains results of an empirical research on national identity, ethnocen-
trism and gender-role attitudes. The instruments used were National Identity Scale — NI (Cinnirela,
1997), modified Ethnocentrism Scale (Sram, 2002, 2008, 2010) and modified and expanded Tradi-
tional Gender Roles Scale (Fine Davis, 1989). All of these instruments proved to be highly reliable
(Cronbach 0=0,86; 0=0,86; 0=0,85). A socio-demographic questionnaire was also used. On the
sample of 202 students of Faculty of Education in Sombor the total results showed medium scores
in nation identity and ethnocentrism, and low scores in traditional gender-role attitudes. Using
factor analysis on Traditional Gender Roles Scale, we extracted two structural components, one
referring to public sphere, and the other to marriage and family.

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Summary: Inclusion, besides being a legal possibility, very often, due to the lack of knowledge
is dealt with outside the concept of the preschool ethos. It is the fact that outside the preschool
environment the process loses on its quality. Pro-sociality and tolerance by which inclusion would
affirm the quality of living in a preschool environment, due to the incomprehension of its essence,
turns to its antithesis. Preschool teachers and professional associates start to think of inclusion as
of a professional obstacle, not a professional challenge. The authoresses, by examining the concept
of open system of preschool education given in the General Framework of Preschool Program —
model “A”, state that the inclusive process should be an integral part of the preschool system. In
such an environment, inclusion would become qualitatively more humane, from which benefits
would have all: children with developmental disabilities, ordinary children, families of children
with developmental disabilities, families of ordinary children, teachers and the society. The thesis
that in our environment it is impossible to achieve the satisfactory degree of inclusion, is overcome
by the antithesis, i.e. model “A” which accepts the right of children to be different as an elementary
right which beats every other interference. Model “A” counteracts the stereotypes and prejudices
which confront the development of individuality and personal identity. In the same time it develops
partnership and justice. The concept of inclusion discourse and model “A” affirm the qualitatively
different approach to the development of children. The authoresses try to point to the importance of
holistic approach to the children in preschools which is an antithesis to the fragmentary approach.

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Abstract: This paper presents the results of an empirical research of presence, importance and
need of expanding educational content of the cultural heritage of Kosovo and Metohija in nature
teaching textbooks in elementary grades. The study is based on the assumption that the educational
content on the cultural heritage of Kosovo and Metohija in the elementary grades is significant for
later learning and understanding of the entire cultural heritage of Serbia. However, in the books of
nature these contents are not represented sufficiently, wherefore they need to be extended.In order
to determine this assumption, 107 students of the Teacher Training Faculty in Prizren, in October
2016, took part in the research presented in this paper. Data collected by Scaler NSKNKM (o =
.783), were analyzed by descriptive statistics and the analysis of variance. It was found that the
largest number of students estimated that the teaching content of the cultural heritage of Kosovo
and Metohija are not sufficiently represented in textbooks on nature, according to 86.90%.

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Abstract: This paper aims to show the possibilities of virtual/remote laboratories implementation
in elementary education in the field of physics. This paper presents the literature review sorted by
the type of research, starting from pedagogical aspects of the electronic laboratories application
to the research on the use of simulation, remote experiments, and their combination with physi-
cal laboratories. The research review in this field has shown that it would be the best to use the
combination of three laboratory types in teaching process: simulation, remote experiments and
traditional laboratories whereas simulations would allow for the conceptual understanding of a
problem and train for the practice under realistic conditions. This paper presents a draft of program
package LabVIEW as a software solution for the eighth grade elementary school students in the
field of resistor coupling. This software would be implemented in a dynamic web page that would
represent a form of programmed learning along with examination. According to the implications
of many authors, the software has been planned to contain both simulation and remote experiment
including various difficulty levels.

The recommendation for further work would be design software and the software implementation
as well as experiment conduction with students with the aim of checking the efficiency of the appli-
cation of the implemented software.

THE ATTITUDES AMONG STUDENTS IN SERBIAN SCHOOLS TOWARDS
BRITISH AND AMERICAN ENGLISH

Abstract: English, as one of the most frequently used modern languages, in all its varieties and
dialects, seems to enable people throughout the world to overcome the language barrier.

The two dominant English varieties in educational systems are British English and American Eng-
lish. British English is the variety which traditionally has been taught in schools in Europe, but in
the last few decades American English has been gaining ground due to its presence in the media.
Both varieties of English influence other languages, but they also influence one another. The aim
of this thesis is to investigate attitudes among students in Serbian schools and determine to what
extent they are aware of what variety of English they use. Consequently, there are some expected
results from the research, such as the fact that the highest percentage of the students questioned
use British English, alongside some unexpected ones, such as the discovery that students who use
British English actually prefer American English.

We may conclude that this occurrence seems natural if the enormous impact of the media on today’s
modern society is taken into account. Attention will also be drawn to the need for being consistent
in using one specific variety.

INTRODUCTION

Language, being the most influential factor in the civilized world, can either
prompt or prevent communication. English, as one of the most frequently used modern
languages, in all its varieties and dialects, seems to enable people throughout the world
to overcome the language barrier. Without doubt English is today a world language,
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and from a global point of view, the foremost important business and cross-border lan-
guage in the world. There are many different varieties of the English language. It is
spoken in many countries including the United States, Great Britain, Canada, Australia,
New Zealand, Ireland, South Africa, to name just a few. Just as Mexican Spanish differs
from Spanish spoken in Spain, there are differences in the English language depending
on where it is being spoken. The major native dialects of English are often divided by
linguists into three general categories: British dialects, North American and Australian.

Crystal (2003:19) claims that: “Experts on English these days are fond of the
unexpected plural: we find books and articles talking about ‘the English languages’ or
‘the new Englishes’. What they are emphasizing is the remarkable variety which can
be observed in the way sounds, spellings, grammar and vocabulary are used within the
English speaking world.”

There is not one sphere of life that is not influenced by language. Language
changes, as does society and everything else in the world. In the mid-nineteenth centu-
ry it was even foreseen that in a hundred years’ time the British and Americans would
not be able to understand each other. (Crystal 1987:1-5)

There are hundreds of millions of people who speak English either as their first
or second language. English became a language which is most often taught as a foreign
language, especially in Europe. Although there are a number of major English varieties
to choose from, British English has been predominant in educational systems. Things
are different today. American English influences us greatly due to the massive impact
of American culture. As a consequence, British English has lost its exclusive position
as the only variety taught in European schools, and teachers and students are left with
the choice between a British English variety or an American English variety. This is
the reason why the present research is being conducted: our aim is to determine which
is the preferred variety in Serbia. Is the British variety still the one carrying academic
prestige among students, or is the American variety gradually taking over?

Definitions and terms

In this thesis the terms American English and British English refer to General
American and Received Pronunciation, respectively.

Another essential differentiation is between the terms dialect and accent. Many
students use these terms indifferently, and sometimes it is difficult to determine wheth-
er they are referring to the pronunciation only, or the pronunciation and lexical and
linguistic variations. According to Melchers & Shaw’s definitions of the two terms
(2003:10-21), accent refers only to pronunciation, whereas dialect refers to additional
levels of the language, pronunciation as well as lexical and grammatical variations.

According to Wells (1982:1), an accent is something every speaker has. To
some small extent it will be special to him or her as an individual: it is part of one’s
idiolect. To a very much greater degree it is characteristic of people belonging to some
geographical region and/or social class; and it may well be typical of the speaker’s sex,
age group, or level of education.
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Language attitudes are the feelings people have about their own language or
the languages of others (Crystal 1992). For a better understanding of this thesis, it is
necessary to briefly introduce this topic, its study and techniques.

Attitudes are crucial in language growth or decay, restoration or destruction.
Baker (1988: 112-115) stresses the importance of attitudes in the discussion of bilin-
gualism. Attitudes are predispositions that are learned, not inherited, and are likely to
be relatively stable; they have a tendency to persist. However, attitudes are affected by
experience; thus, attitude change is an important notion in bilingualism. Attitudes vary
from favourability to unfavourability. Attitudes are complex constructs; e.g. there may
be both positive and negative feelings attached to, e.g. a language situation.

There are three assessment techniques relevant to the study of language atti-
tudes: content analysis of societal treatment, direct measurement and indirect measure-
ment (Sebastian 1982: 7).

BACKGROUND AND THEORY

Britain made English an international language in the nineteenth century with
its imperial power.British English was only partially standardised when the American
colonies were established. Isolated from each other by the Atlantic Ocean, the dialects
in England and the colonies began evolving independently. In the 19th century, the
standardisation of British English was more settled than it had been in the previous
century, and this relatively well-established English was brought to Africa, Asia and
Oceania. It developed both as the language of English-speaking settlers from Britain
and Ireland, and as the administrative language imposed on speakers of other lan-
guages in the various parts of the British Empire. (Crystal 1988)

The main regional standards of English are British, American, Canadian, Aus-
tralian, New Zealand, South African, Indian and Caribbean. And each of these varieties
of English has a number of highly differentiated local dialects (Bryson 1990: 92-95).

As British English and American English are the main topic of this thesis, these
varieties are discussed in separate sub-chapters.

British English

English is a West Germanic language that arose in the Anglo-Saxon kingdoms
of England and spread into what was to become south-east Scotland under the influence
of the Anglian medieval kingdom of Northumbria. Historically, English originated from
the fusion of languages and dialects, now collectively termed Old English, which were
brought to the eastern coast of Great Britain by Germanic settlers by the 5% century. The
original Old English language was than influenced by two further waves of invasion:
Scandinavians and Normans. These two invasions caused English to become “mixed” to
some degree. The Great Vowel Shift that began in the south of England in the 15" cen-
tury is one of the historical events that mark the emergence of Modern English (Baugh
& Cable 2000: 190-198). Modern English has a large number of dialects. Dialects and
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accents vary between four countries of the United Kingdom and also within the coun-
tries themselves. The major divisions are normally classified as English English (which
comprises Southern English dialects, Midlands English dialects and Northern English
dialects), Welsh English and Scottish English. There are also differences in the English
spoken by different socio-economic groups in any particular region.

There has existed the notion that one kind of pronunciation of English was
preferable socially to others. This pronunciation is called Received Pronunciation (RP)
which is regarded as a model for correct pronunciation, particularly for educated for-
mal speech (Crystal 1995: 110). RP is taken to be an accent of Standard English. RP
is defined as a prestigious, non-regional accent of the British Isles, commonly associ-
ated with status, education and wealth. RP is not a regional, but social accent, usually
associated with the London area (Cubrovic 2009: 12). According to Wells (1982: 279)
there is a central tendency of RP called mainstream RP, with two other tendencies or
types called U-RP and adoptive RP. Adoptive RP is the variety of RP spoken by adults
who did not speak RP as children.

Although it was earlier considered to be better than other accents, RP is spoken
by less than 5% of the population in Britain. It is supposed that RP is disappearing
while there is a view that it is being replaced by a new, potentially non-regional accent.
There seem to be a number of reasons for the erroneous but understandable mispercep-
tion that RP is disappearing. First, non-RP accents are now found in situations from
which they would have been excluded only a few decades ago. It is therefore easy to
gain an impression that there are fewer RP speakers than formerly. Secondly, the kind
of people who in earlier generations would have been speakers of adoptive RP no
longer are. So there actually are fewer RP speakers, though not necessarily fewer na-
tive speakers. Thirdly, RP itself has changed. It has acquired- as it always has over the
generations-forms that before were part of local, notably southeast of England accents.
It is true that RP now admits certain types of /t/-glottaling which were formerly associ-
ated with local accents only- but that most certainly does not mean that it is Cockney
(Trudgill 2001: 171-176).

It is very important to choose a model for pronunciation teaching, and it should
consist of certain elements. The form of English should not be regionally or socially
limited and the pronunciation model should be easy to understand in most situations.
It should also represent a variety that people come across i.e. when travelling and in
media. Furthermore, RP has been used as a model since it suits all of these require-
ments and it is still being taught to learners of English as a second language in most
European schools.

American English

The use of English in the United States was inherited from British coloniza-
tion. The first wave of English-speaking settlers arrived in North America in the 17"
century. During that time, in North America there were also speakers of other Euro-
pean languages, such as Spanish, French, Dutch, German, and many others as well as
numerous Native American languages.
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Colonists from England, who settled along the Atlantic seaboard in the 17" cen-
tury, brought the English language to America. The various American English accents
are a result of a mixture of different accents from the British Isles.

Kurath (1949) postulated the now classic regional division of American dialects
into three main dialect regions (North, Midland, South), with several sub-regions and
the general proviso that the distinction is likely to get weaker or disappear the further
one moves west. Regional dialect differences primarily depend upon different pronun-
ciation patterns and lexical choices.

According to the older classification, Wells (1982: 470) divides American ac-
cents on eastern, southern, and General American (GA). Eastern’ refers to the non-
rhotic accents of Boston and eastern New England, and New York City. ‘Southern’
refers in the first instance to the non-rhotic accents of the lowland south. ‘General
American’ comprises that majority of American accents which do not show marked
eastern or southern characteristic, including both those deriving basically from the
northern speech of the Hudson Valley and upstate New York and those deriving from
the midland speech of Pennsylvania.

While there are numerous recognizable variations in the spoken language, con-
cerning both pronunciation and vernacular, written American English is standardized
across country. Any American accent that is relatively free of obvious regional influ-
ences is named General American. American pronunciation varies less than that of
British English and it is not a standard accent in the way that RP is in Great Britain
(Melchers & Shaw 2003: 82).

More than two thirds of the native speakers of the English language speak some
form of American English. Most pronunciation varieties in the United States are found
on the east coast. They are often spoken by small groups such as the former French
speaking population in Louisiana and other parts of the south. Contrasting the situa-
tion of RP “the establishment of AmE [...] has not been based on prestige, educational
snobbishness, or any conscious effort to promote a national standard. Instead, it has
evolved naturally” (Modiano 1996: 10).

An increasing impact of American English on practically all varieties of English
around the globe can be observed, manifested in American-influenced lexical choices
and also in certain pronunciations (Modiano 1996: 207). This is a consequence of the
dominant role which the United States plays politically and economically in the global
context. Exposure reflects the global dominance of the American media and music in-
dustries, with Hollywood movies being shown and American TV serials being aired on
all continents, and it results from the modern facilities for travel and personal contact
(tourism, business travel, also student exchange, and, increasingly, the Internet).

It appears that American English is enjoying covert prestige in many countries and
communities where British English is promoted as the “official” target norm, also in edu-
cation. Certainly, this has to be taken with a grain of salt and is likely to be socio-linguis-
tically conditioned (preferred among the young, in informal contexts, and in association
with certain topics and domains), but the process seems widespread and robust. It deserves
more intensive investigation and systematic documentation (Schneider 2003: 68).
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Differences between British English and

American English

The English language can be described as pluricentric language. This basically
means, that there exists more than one version of standard English: British English
and American English are well known. Canadian English, Australian English and New
Zealand English are important standard varieties as well. All varieties show significant
differences.

The biggest and the most comparable differences exist between British English
and American English. Differences exist in more than just the pronunciation or accent.
Spelling and meaning of words differ as well.

Spelling

British English has a tendency to keep the spelling of many words of French
origin whereas Americans try to spell more closely to the way they pronounce words
and they drop the unnecessary letters.

Vocabulary

There are some words and terms that are either used only in British or American
English. The list grows every day.

Sometimes the same word has different meanings. There are also different
words with the same meaning. A user of British English who listens to or reads Ameri-
canEnglish will face problems of intelligibility with words that do not exist in his/
her own version. He/she will also find words whichexist in his/her variety, but have a
different meaning.

The difference in meaning may be negligibleand not cause communication
problems, as in American English vacation vs. British Englishiolidays, call (by phone)
vs. ring; both members of these pairs, in particular, andmany others, are now used in
Britain, which further reduces the risk of communication failure.

Pronunciation

Pronunciation refers to the way a word or a language is spoken, or the manner
in which someone utters a word. Differences in pronunciation between British and
American English can be divided into differences in accent and differences in pronun-
ciation of individual words in the lexicon.

METHOD
The main aim of the conducted research was to determine which variety of
English is more frequently used among Serbian students. The task was set up in a form

of a questionnaire, in order to make a distinction between the genuine use of a certain
variety, as well as the personal opinion on using it.
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The target groups for this research are students in Serbian primary schools. This
research was realized in three different schools, Schools A, B and C.

All students are in the seventh grade of primary school. The students are thir-
teen years old and they all have been studying English as a second language for five
years. The total number of students questioned is fifty-seven (57).

Material

In order to be able to determine which variety students use and what their atti-
tudes towards the two major varieties are, a one- page -questionnaire has been devised.
The questionnaire contains 8 questions and students are asked what variety they use,
what variety they prefer and what or who has had influence on their English dialect.
The world list is also constructed in order to determine which variety students use.
The word list consists of 14 words. In addition to the wordlist, six words with the
same meaning, but different spelling in British English and American English, were
also presented. The intention was to find out if students actually use the variety they
think they use. Other questions were formulated with the purpose of finding out what
attitudes students have towards British and American English.

Hypothesis

It is assumed that British English and ‘Mix” are more frequently used in all
three groups. Even those who would state that they use American English would actu-
ally use the “mixture” of the varieties. It is also anticipated that the predominant factor
for the popularity of American English is the issue of globalisation/the media with
prevailing American contents.

REsuLTS

Analysing all the answers in the questionnaire one can come to the conclusion
that students in Serbian schools use British English more than American English, de-
spite the fact that 7 out of 10 students (68.42%) feel they are allowed to mix BrE and
AmE in the classroom. Nonetheless, it is not AmE most students recognize as their
own variety. Only 17. 54% of them stated so, but the results show that every third
student uses AmE. It is interesting that the same percentage of the students (52.63%)
prefers AmE and would like their teacher to use AmE in the classroom.

Even more interesting is the fact that there is a vast majority in every group
that has chosen popular media (TV/music/videogames) as the reason why they use
a certain variety. In two groups twice as many claimed popular media to be the main
source of their variety as the ones who claim to be influenced by their teacher. Only in
one group the teacher’s influence is higher than the influence of the media.

As one of the most significant factors of everyday usage of a foreign language,
there is the social environment, i.e. people around us. Surprisingly, less than 6% of the
students state they were influenced by friends/family and relatives. This shows that

most of the students still do not have the opportunity to use the language in a natural
environment and in everyday speech outside the classroom.

Almost 70% of the students state that they “mix” the two varieties, and the total
percentage of the students which actually “mix” them is 12.28%. The vocabulary and
spelling check also gave some general picture of what variety the students prefer. There
is a predominance of the British spelling even with the students who use American vo-
cabulary. This British dominance is shown in regard to vocabulary preferences as well.

Another general conclusion that can be made is that students have a great pref-
erence for American English when it comes to vocabulary. On the other hand, their
spelling tends to follow British English. All in all, the students seem to be quite posi-
tive towards both the varieties.

DiscussioN

The hypotheses of the research are to a great extent confirmed by the results.
Nevertheless, apart from expected results, there were some quite intriguing findings.

First of all, if we look into the subjective view of the students of the used variety,
on the one hand, and the actual outcome, i.e. their results in the questionnaire, on the
other, some observations can be made. It seems at first glance that students are more
aware of the fact that they “mix” the two varieties. Most probably, the reasons for such
a match are due to the central tendency fault, i.e. the fact that people usually tend to
choose neutral answers when asked to choose between two extremes. Moreover, there is
also a strong possibility that the students cannot really make clear distinctions between
the two varieties, and therefore chose ‘golden mean’ in order to be on the safe side.

Secondly, if we further go into the reasons for choosing a certain variety and its
correlation with the external factors (media, education, and environment) which influ-
ence the use of a foreign language, it may be concluded that personal reasons are most
probably the result of these factors. Furthermore, there are two opposite tendencies
among factors influencing the choice of a particular variety. On the one hand, there is
formal education (teachers), and on the other, the media and the social environment
which, in this context, by itself is pretty much influenced by the media. British English
is most frequently used in formal education (teachers, books), whereas American Eng-
lish is most frequent in the media (the Internet, music, films, etc).

It is a fact that modern media have a very strong influence on young people’s
choice of variety. Judged from my personal experience in the classroom, students often
have a more positive attitude towards American English than British English. The rea-
son for this is that many students regard American English “ as easier to comprehend”.
Some students state that to be able to speak British English one “ has to change one’s
voice”, which many students find “comical”. It was assumed that students would use
“mix” more frequently than American English, but results have not confirmed that.
What we see from the results of the students’ questionnaire is that most students in fact
prefer American English. Deducted from the limited vocabulary and spelling part, it is
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evident that they use American English to a large extent. It is also apparent that British
English still is the preferred variety among students.

There is a minority of students who claim that they are influenced by their
teacher when shaping their own English. This, together with the fact that many of the
students prefer to use variety of English different to that of their teacher, implies that
teachers has only a marginal impact on their students’ choice of variety- at least to the
students themselves.

It is noticeable that students are vastly influenced by North American popular
media. In the students’ questionnaire responses it was clear that the students were
aware of this influence, and that this was the major factor that affects both language
use and attitudes among them.

When it comes to students’ attitudes, many had firm opinions about one of the
two investigated varieties. Teachers’ attitudes could be the key for understanding the
reason for such a difference in results in the three schools. As teachers’ attitudes were
not part of this research, possible attitudes could only be assumed from the students’
answers. In School C more than half of the students state they were influenced by their
teacher and almost 82% claim they are not allowed to mix varieties in the classroom.
This leads to the assumption that teachers in this school have no positive attitude to-
wards American English, and this can be the reason why students have taken a stand
against American English and are clearly in favour of British English. They are more
categorical than any of the other students in their answers.

Furthermore, there are a lot more students in the three investigated schools who
use British English than who actually claim they prefer British English. The prestige of
British English might be highly valued among quite a few students, but it is a prestige
that in many cases seems to be close to them.

To conclude, both varieties seem to be used in different areas of life, no matter
in what form. According to Algeo, “both Americans and the British innovate in Eng-
lish pronunciation, vocabulary and grammar” (Algeo 1998:182). Thus, it is assumed
that further changes in the development of these occurrences in the English language
in Serbia will heavily depend on the current and future socio-political trends in our
country (i.e. the education system and culture/media), but also on external factors (i.e.
American and/or British mission/projects on ‘language distribution’), since the poli-
tics and economy greatly affect the number of people using the language of a certain
country (Crystal 1987:5), together with strategies and prominence of publishers and
language/culture institutions which promote the language (Kretzschmar 2002).

CONCLUSION
It seems that British English is still dominant in the Serbian curriculum and
among the teachers in primary schools, which can have a marginal influence on the

choice of variety by the students. On the other hand, what we see in this research is
that students have very clear attitudes towards the two varieties, and are thus eager to
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choose one of them. There are certainly active and passive choices when it concerns
the preferred variety. Active choices means that you either choose a variety you prefer
or reject a variety which you do not favour, whereas passive choices mean a subcon-
scious influence and input of a certain variety. What becomes obvious in this investi-
gation is that the subtle, passive influence has a stronger effect on students than they
think. For instance, many of the students who claimed they use British English in fact
preferred the American vocabulary and spelling in the blind-test.

The language is characterised by creativity and structural complexity which
cannot be found in natural communication behaviour of other species (Crystal 1987:
395). Thus, it is natural that different languages/varieties have mutual effects on one
another. French, for example, greatly influenced English in the past, whereas nowa-
days there seems to be a growing tendency in the opposite direction. In the same way,
different varieties may affect one another in various ways, due to geographical, his-
torical, cultural and other trends. According to Algeo (1998:179) the colonists, on the
one hand, and the English speakers in England, on the other, both were changing the
language in their own, different ways. Hence, it appears that those influences greatly
affect learners of a foreign language as well.

Although Americans and the British do understand each other still, contrary to
some past predictions, it is evident that there are essential differences between the two.
In terms of the great complexity of the issue, it is quite natural that foreign language
learners have difficulties distinguishing them and ‘sticking’ to a particular one.

Nonetheless, it is believed that those differences are quite important since, as
was mentioned earlier, the language can lead to some more or less serious misun-
derstandings. That is the reason why it is believed that all foreign language learners
should be tolerant to different varieties, but at the same time, try to choose a certain
variety and consequently be consistent when using it.

In order to understand and cover the matter at issue here to a greater extent
more research is needed. The question of how and why a certain variety becomes
popular must be further investigated.
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Rezime: Engleski jezik, kao jedan od najcesce koris¢enih savremenih jezika, sa svim svojim vari-
jetetima i dijalektima, omogucava ljudima Sirom sveta da prevazidu jezicku barijeru.

Dva dominantna varijeteta engleskog jezika u obrazovnom sistemu su britanski engleski i americki
poslednjih decenija americki engleski dobija veliki znacaj zbog svoje zastupljenosti u medijima.
Dva najzastupljenija varijeteta engleskog jezika uti¢u ne samo na ostale jezike, ve¢ i medusobno
jedan na drugi. Cilj ovog rada je da se ispitaju stavovi ucenika u Skolama u Srbiji, ali i da se istrazi
koliko su ucenici svesni toga koji varijetet engleskog jezika koriste. Rezultat istrazivanja dao je
neke oc¢ekivane podatke — najveci broj ucenika koristi britanski engleski, ali i manje ocekivane,
poput toga da uprkos velikom broju ucenika koji koriste britanski engleski oni su vise naklonjeni
ameri¢kom engleskom.

Najzad, dolazimo do zakljucka da je povecana naklonjenost ucenika americkom engleskom pri-
rodna imajuci u vidu ogroman uticaj koji ovaj varijetet ima, preko medija, u danasnjem modernom
drustvu. Takode, posebno ¢emo naglasiti neophodnost da se ostane dosledan pri koris¢enju jednog
odredenog varijeteta engleskog jezika.

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Summary: Naive knowledge (misconceptions) are common tostudents of all ages, but also to
many adults.When it comes to sciences, this problem is even more present and so far, in our com-
munity, it is not sufficiently recognized and problematized. The aim of this study was to verify the
basic metric characteristics by constructing the concept test and detecting tendencies at the level
of representation of misconception in the understanding of physical properties of water by primary
school students. The sample consists of 55 students of the first and third grades of elementary
schools «Avram Mrazovié» and «Dositej Obradovié» from Sombor. Data collection was carried
out by a testing technique. For this purpose, a special test was constructed to check the student’s
knowledge, understanding, and ability to apply knowledge through questions (tasks) that include
teaching content about the physical properties of water. The research results show satisfactory
metric characteristics of the test and indicate the expected participants misconception about the
physical properties of water.
